May Christ, our Morning Star, that Morning Star 
which never sets; that Morning Star, who, rising 
from the grave, faithfully sheds light on the 
whole human race; may Christ find our flame 
still burning.  
 
And we pray, oh God, rule, govern, and preserve 
with your continual protection your whole 
church, giving us peace in this time of our 
paschal rejoicing; through the same Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and 
reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, 
now and forever.
